Divisions will be based on the number of entries 
and handicaps. All play is stroke play under 
modified Stableford rules.

Four Ball Championship*

Rum River Hills

June 16-17, 2012

	 The State Four Ball Championship is open to 
any amateur 2-man team. The championship is 
divided into four flights. The first or championship 
flight is scratch stroke play. The remaining three 
flights are split as equally as possible using 
combined handicaps. Each team member will play 
with 90% of their sloped handicap. All play is 
stroke play. 

61st Annual 
Senior Public Links Championship*

Greenhaven

July 21-22, 2012

	 The tournament is open to amateur players who 
are at least 50 years of age. All play is stroke play 
and the tournament is divided into four divisions. 
The championship division is elective and no 
handicap is used. The remaining 3 divisions are 
based on a player’s handicap and competition will 
be net stroke play. 

Boys Junior 
Public Links Championship

Keller

July 23, 2012

	 This tournament is open to all male amateur 
players ages 13 – 18 on July 23rd, 2012 who are 
affiliated with or play substantially all their golf at 
a public golf course. This is an 18 hole stroke play 
event and the low 12 players will play an additional 
9 hole to determine the champion.

2nd Annual 
Match Play Championship*

Albion Ridges

August 3-5, 2012

	 You may play in this Championship if you 
carry a GHIN handicap of 7.5 or less. There will 
be two qualifying rounds to create a 64 man 
individual bracket. Play will be bracket match 
play until a winner is decided. Two rounds will be 
played on Friday and Saturday, with Semi-finals 
and Championship matches on Sunday. 

88th Annual

Public Links Championship*
Ridges at Sand Creek

August 18-19, 2012

	 You may play in this Championship if you 
carry a GHIN handicap of 5.5 or less to enter. 
This is a stroke play two day 36 hole event and no 
handicap is used. 

27th Annual 
Combination Championship*
Bunker Hills Golf Course

September 15-16, 2012

	 This is a 27 hole, one day event. Two man 
teams will play 9 holes of Alternate shot, 9 holes 
of Best Ball and 9 holes of Scramble play format. 
The six divisions will be based on the number 
of entrants and the combined handicap of the 
partners.
